KNIGHTS DONATE $42,500 FOR NEW CHURCH ORGAN 

F irmly believing that “charity begins at home,” your parish’s Knights of Columbus voted to liquidate several invest-
ments and donate the funds to St. Christopher’s church renovation project. The money—over $42,500—will be 

used to pay 2/3 of the costs for a new organ. Fr. Jennings had informed the Knights that the existing organ would not 
adequately provide music for the larger church when it re-opens.  

This is not the first time that the parish’s Knights have come to the aid of St. Christopher’s church. Several years ago, 
they renovated the kitchen area in the hall, and voted last year to pay for replacing a faulty freezer. Also last year, the 
Knights painted and installed new fixtures in the restrooms in the church hall. Prior church projects including land-
scaping areas in front of the hall and re-painting the parking lot stripes.
